6. Send your full flight arrival details to ALC. Homestay or Hostel details will then be advised. Accommodation is arranged approximately
4 weeks before the course starts. Accommodation will not be arranged until full payment has been made to ALC.

7.1f your first choice of accommodation is not available we will arrange for alternative accommodation until the first choice is available.

8. For student visa holders, information provided by the student may be made availableto the Commonwealth and State agencies and the
Fund Manager of the ESOS ASSURANCE FUND, pursuant to obligations under the ESOS Act 2000 and the National Code.ALC is
required under this act to report to the relevant government department certain changes to a student' enrolment and any breach of a
student visa condition relating to attendance or satisfactory academic performance.
